Maybeck Community Raises More Than $900 Providing 
Animals and Vegetables Largely to Rwandan Families
This year, the community at Maybeck High School - students, parents, staff, and charitable visitors - began donating 
money to Heifer International, an organization that provides families in need, usually in Africa, with the animals or 
vegetables their community lacks.  The program also provides whatever training is required.  Heifer practices 
"Passing on the Gift," where “recipients agree to share the offspring of gift animals with others in need.”  This 
sharing of animals and knowledge is helping to nurture the recipient communities, allowing them to sustain their 
growing self-sufficiency. 

Juniors Sophie Smyer and Zach Fleig, who began the school year as supporters of Heifer International, inspired 
Maybeck students to donate to the project by setting up a collection point near the drinking fountain.  Most of 
the $900 in contributions came in the form of quarters, nickels, and dimes.  At practically every Wednesday 
meeting, Zach and Sophie kept our goal alive through their impassioned announcements and "Heifer pep talks." 
The contributions from Maybeck have been consistent and generous, so far totaling over $900.  The Maybeck 
funds join others in providing a sustainable future in farming for many Rwandan families, who only sixteen years 
ago faced one of the most horrific genocides in recent history.  Zach and Sophie expressed the awe, gratitude, and 
humility of many in the Maybeck community around the Heifer contribution: "To be able to give, if only a little, to 
such significant and honorable endeavors comes back tenfold to our community with this wonderful joy of 
providing compassion in the face of suffering.  We have already seen what our community can do. We look 
forward to the continued commitment, and are so grateful for this unique opportunity which we've all been a part 
of these past months. It begins each day anew with something as insignificant as loose change, and in the end 
becomes something much larger than ourselves."
